There were 44 complete applications, in addition 5 or 6 
applications that were not fully completed. 
 
 
Bonnie suggested having an entrance exam for students that 
are applying for the Radiologic Technology Program. Currently 
the Vocational Nursing and Registered Nursing Programs 
required the students to take this exam.  
Currently HESI and Elsevier have a web-based entrance exam. 
The Elsevier exam covers mathematics, reading 
comprehension, vocabulary, grammar, biology, chemistry, 
anatomy & physiology, and physics. 
 
JJ Suarez thinks having entrance exam is great, but further 
research needs to be done. 
JJ Suarez recommended having the students write out their 
essay the day they submit their application at the office. 
 
 
With the clinic documentation, students cannot be 
compensated until they have a year working on the field. 
 
 
On the clinic forms the evaluation section will be simplified. 
Also once the form has been filled, the form will be placed in 
an envelope that will be sealed to keep students from reading 
the forms. 
 
We are looking to get a web-based interface for the future, at 
the moment there are a few companies that we have looked 
into and have contacted them. 
 
As of October 12, 2015 all students have had their flu 
vaccination. 
 
A 
software was also installed on these computers where the 
instructors can view what the students are working on.
